Minutes of the meeting held on Monday, 7th July 2008 in the Alwoodley Community Centre

Minutes of previous meeting:  Cllr N Buckley proposed and Cllr D Kent seconded the 

10th June 2008 minutes as being a true and accurate record.

Matters arising:   

Parish Councillors Guide – it was proposed by Cllr D Kent and seconded

by Cllr S Smith that 9 copies of this publication be purchased for each councillor.  Cllr Kent

    to obtain copies.

Treasurer's report:

Bank Account -   The treasurer reported that a current and instant access deposit account

have been opened at Lloyds TSB bank.    As yet, the money has not been received from Leeds

City Council but the sum due is £36,720. It was agreed that Cllr Gilbert ask if any interest had accrued between May and the present date.

    A discussion took place regarding the option of opening a 90 day notice account.   It was 

    agreed that a decision regarding opening such an account should be deferred to a later

    meeting.

    2008-2009 budget:  The Parish Council needs to set a budget for this year.  It was agreed

that a working party be formed to set up a budget for this financial year for approval at the next       Parish Council meeting.

    2009-2010  budget: Leeds City Council  will be writing to us in September/October regarding          

this.  The decision of the amount of the budget will need to be decided before December.

It was agreed  that a working party be formed to set a budget and report back to the next Parish Council meeting.

    The above was proposed by proposed by Cllr Gilbert and seconded by Cllr Kent. 

    It was agreed the working party would be Cllrs Gilbert,  Brown and N Buckley.

    Financial regulations – The National Associated of Local Councils publishes model financial

    regulations – to be obtained, circulated and adopted at the next meeting.

    Auditing:  It was agreed that this be left in the hands of Cllr Gilbert  at present but a working

    party to be formed to look into the various aspects of this and report back to the next Parish

    Council meeting.  The working party to be Cllrs Gilbert,  Fineberg, N Buckley and Brown.

    Office surgeries:  Still awaiting a decision from Alwoodley Community Association as to 

    the cost of renting the room at the Association.

    Standing orders:  A working group formed to look at the model standing orders and approve at

    the next meeting – the working group being  Cllrs Fineberg, Gilbert and Pearlman.

    Planning application sub committee:   It was agreed a working group be formed to discuss 

    terms of reference  and look at current planning applications and report back to the next

    Parish Council meeting.  The formal committee to be formed when terms of reference

    agreed.  The working party being Cllrs Allen, L Buckley, Brown, Pearlman, Smith and 

    Williams. 

    Parish clerk:  The post has been advertised through the Yorkshire Loocal Councils Association

    To date only one application has been received.  

    Council meetings:  A list of dates for forthcoming meetings of the Parish Council was 

circulated.  It was agreed that a further meeting be added to this list for August 2008. This was proposed by Cllr Fineberg and seconded by Cllr Kent.

    It was provisionally agreed that the annual open meeting be held sometime in March/April.

Parish Council Charter with LCC:    A copy of the Charter between Parish Councils and 

Leeds City Council has been received.  It was proposed by Cllr Fineberg and seconded by

Cllr Kent that this charter be formally accepted.  Cllr Buckley to write to Leeds City Council

to this effect.

ENE Area Management Team:  An invitation has been received to attend the next meeting

of this team to be held on 24th July at Clifford Village Hall.  It was proposed that Cllrs

Fineberg and Allen attend this meeting.

University of Leeds Clonmore Farm Development:  A discussion took place regarding the

possibility of local groups using the sports facilities.  It was proposed by Cllr Kent and seconded

by Cllr Adams that a working group be set up at a later date, once the problems regarding

traffic access had been approved.

PC website:  Examples of the suggested logo were circulated to the meeting.  The final 

choice was the “solid” trees with the black Alwoodley Parish Council lettering – the vote being 

7 for, 1 against and 1 abstention.

   Cllr Kent put forward various proposals regarding the web site – the pros and cons of internal or     

    external management of this.   The council unanimously agreed to opt for internal management

    of the website.  Cllr Gilbert proposed and Cllr Smith seconded the setting up of a working party        

    Cllr Kent to be chairman of the working party – the other members being Cllrs Fineberg,

    Smith and Williams.

    Inter Parish Collaborations  A letter has been received from Shadwell Parish Council regarding

    inter parish communication.  Cllr Kent proposed and Cllr Williams seconded the decision 

    to agree to this.  Cllr L Buckley to write to Shadwell Parish Council to acknowledge this.

    Local issues:  

    Street lighting -  Cllr Fineberg has received a letter regarding the upgrading

    of street lighting in Alwoodley.   The first phase of upgrading is the Buckstones.  The contractors

    are willing to meet local residents to discuss  this issue.  It was unanimously agreed that

    Cllr Fineberg contact the contractors to arrange a public meeting for the residents of the

    Buckstones  and for the Alwoodley Parish Councillors to attend.  No cost would be incurred by

    Alwoodley Parish Council. 

    Traffic – Sunningdales:  The problem of traffic using The Sunningdales to avoid the rush

    hour traffic on King Lane was discussed.   Cllr Fineberg to write to the Highways Dept.

    Any other business:  The invoice for membership to the Yorkshire Local Councils Association

    has been received.  The annual fee is £620.  

    The question of a working party being formed to decide on various issues of notice boards

    to be deferred to next meeting.

    Discussion also took place regarding training for the Parish Councillors.  Cllr Fineberg

    will contact the Yorkshire Local Councils Association re dates.
