Minutes of the meeting held on Monday, 6th October  2008 in the Alwoodley Community Centre

1) Attendance:   Councillors Leonard Fineberg (chair), Carol Allen, Roger Gilbert, David Kent, Lyn Buckley, Neil Buckley,  J Pearlman, Judith Williams, Susan Smith, Jonathan Brown, Amy Robinson.

     No members of the public attended the meeting.

 2)  Floral displays, etc:  Prior to the commencement of the meeting Richard Gill, Floral Initiatives Officer from Leeds City Council, gave a brief talk regarding various aspects of hanging baskets for 

lamp posts, flower beds etc., and the costs involved.   Brochures and price lists were left with the Parish Council.  A resolution was passed to defer any further discussion until the next meeting. 

3) Minutes of previous meeting:   Amendments:  Number 10 – Cllr Gilbert proposed the wording “a resolution was passed” rather than it was proposed.

    Cllr Robinson proposed and Cllr Williams seconded the minutes with the  amendments.

3)  Matters arising:  Cllr Fineberg confirmed that all Parish Councillors attended the training session run by YLCO on 18.9.08 

4)  Planning Committee:  Cllr Pearlman gave a brief resume of today's planning meeting.

5)  Parish Clerk:   Following the interview for the post of parish clerk Cllr Fineberg proposed that Catriona Hudson be offered the position.   This was seconded Cllrs Kent and 

Robinson.  A resolution was passed to appoint Catriona Hanson subject to references.  Commencement of employment to be within the next two weeks.  

The contract of employment was discussed and it was proposed by Cllr Fineberg that the working group  look at the alterations to the contract of employment  with advice from Cllr Gilbert.

6)  Finance    Cllr Gilbert informed the meeting that at present the finances stand at £35,420.

Insurance:  Cllr Gilbert presented a report  of various quotes obtained from three insurance companies to the meeting covering.  After discussion it was proposed by Cllr Gilbert to accept the quote from Zurich.  Cllr Fineberg seconded this proposal and the resolution was passed.

Payment of invoices:  Cllr Gilbert presented a schedule of invoices for payment from Cllr Fineberg for stationery, laminator and pouches and photocopying,  The Majorie & Arnold Ziff Community Centre for room hire for training session and Cllr Gilbert for files.   Cllr Robinson proposed approval of payment of these invoices and this was seconded by Cllr Smith.

Budget:   The budget and possible increase in the budget for next year was discussed.  It was agreed that a working party by formed to establish what grants are available to the Parish Council, the working party being Cllrs Robisnon, Gilbert, Kent and Fineberg.

It was proposed by Cllr Gilbert that agreement of the budget be deferred until the next meeting.  The resolution was passed unanimously.

7)  Parish Survey:  Cllr Buckley presented an update on the current situation with regard to costs, postage, etc.   A draft of the survey  leaflet was given to the councillors for their comments in due course.  A copy of the survey will also be available on the Parish Council website.   It was proposed by Cllr Fineberg and seconded by Cllr Gilbert that three quotes for printing be obtained for the next meeting.    Thanks were given by Cllr Pearlman to the working group for all their hard work. 

8)  Parish & Town Councils Forum:   Cllr Fineberg gave a brief report on the meeting and a comment made regarding slight alteration of the boundary with Harewood.   

9)  Notice boards:  Cllr Kent gave thanks to Cllr Williams for obtaining a price list & catalogue.  The   various options of types of notice boards and siting of same was discussed.     

Cllr Kent proposed a working group be set up whose function would be to liaise with the Alwoodley Community Associaton regarding a number of issues – notice boards, use of Alwoodley Parish website by the Community Association,  negotating a contract and preparing the room at the Association for use as an office for the new Parish Clerk. 

However,  Cllr Fineberg commented that he would contact the Community Association. 

It was unanimously agreed, however, that a working group  be set up to determine what grants are available to the Parish Council – the working group being Cllrs, Fineberg, Allen, Gilbert & Robinson.
