P2009/29
Public consultation and question time

Four members of the public were present at the meeting. One local resident raised the issue of skips obstructing traffic in the road – which presented a hazard to motorists. Cllr Brown advised the meeting that skips need to be illuminated at night, and that Leeds City Council should be notified of any unlit skips, and that the Planning Department could impose certain restrictive conditions relating to building work. 
The Planning Committee agreed to consider drafting a letter to Leeds City Council Planning Department to ask them to consider including a general phrase in planning approval letters about the need for considerate working hours.     
Three members of the public raised concerns about the application P/09/00708/FU/HE -  8 Primley Park Road. The extension was originally considered as permitted development, but further investigations revealed that it was outside the terms of permitted development. Planning permission has now been sought.
Concerns were also raised that the property owner may possibly be conducting a second-hand car business on the premises, and the Planning Committee agreed that this item should be added to the agenda for the next Parish Council meeting on 6th April and advised the local residents that they could attend the meeting and present their views in the public consultation slot at the beginning of the meeting.
