Concerns about building work

A local resident had contacted the Clerk to express his concerns about the problems arising from continual building work in his street. He was particularly concerned about the length of time that skips remained in the road, and the nuisance of noise and dust pollution.

These issues were discussed by the Planning Committee and Cllr Pearlman offered to check whether skips on the highway need to be illuminated at night. The Parish Council could contact Leeds City Council and ask their advice as to whether the lengthy placement of skips on the highway could constitute an obstruction, and whether dust and noise contravene any current legislation. In general terms, although the Parish Council is sympathetic, there is little that we can do.
