Mr Walker was informed that his comments on allotment provision had been noted and would be included on the June meeting agenda.

b. Accounts for the Year Ending 31st March 2010 and confirmation of the Statement of Assurance and signature of the Annual Return. 
The Locum Clerk presented the Accounts and explained the detail of the Annual Return. It was resolved to accept the accounts and approve as a true record, the Statement of Accounts (Section 1) and Annual Governance Statement (Section 2). The Chairman then signed the Annual Return in the presence of the Council.
c. Report and recommendations from the Internal Controller concerning bank investments. (Appendix F4)
Cllr Gilbert presented the Report and it was resolved to invest £15,000 on 12 months deposit (representing the election expenses earmarked reserve), £25,000 on 6 months deposit , £20,000 on 3 month deposit, £10,000 on 6 week deposit, leaving £4,000 in the Instant Access Account and £4,000 in the Current Account.
d. Outsource the processing of the payroll and HMRC PAYE returns.
Cllr Gilbert introduced the proposal having previously issued a briefing email to members. It was resolved that outsourcing the payroll would give a clear segregation of duties and that the proposal from Drew Moore be accepted.

The Locum Clerk declared an interest and left the room while this item was debated as the contractor is her husband.

e. Expenditure on refreshments for the Away Day on 23rd May 2010 not to exceed £100. 
It was resolved to approve the expenditure of up to £100 for refreshments for the Away day on 23rd May 2010.
f. Report concerning the provision of office equipment.
Cllr Kent provided an update on the progress of the purchase of a printer. It was resolved to approve the purchase of a colour all in one laser printer up to a value of £600.
g. Report on work carried out by the Lengthsman in his first week of work.
Cllr N Buckley reported that Mike Hull has been clearing litter on Nursery lane and the footpath on the View.  Cllr Fineberg asked that the Lengthsman be asked to make sure that street signs were visible and clean.  Members were reminded to contact the Clerk with suggestions for work for the Lengthsman and that all requests also be copied to the Working Party Members.
h. Request for financial support from the Alwoodley Walking Group.
Cllr Smith explained the planned programme of walks.  It was resolved to give a grant of £450 to the Walking Group to cover set up costs.  Cllr Fineberg abstained.
