Neighbourhood watch

Cllr Lyn Buckley produced a draft letter to be sent out to parishioners who had expressed, in their response to the survey, an interest in Neighbourhood Watch schemes.  The letter advised them that PC Muscroft will give a talk on Neighbourhood Watch schemes at the Parish Meeting.

It was agreed that the letter should be amended to specifically invite the interested persons to the Parish Meeting and, if they were not able to attend,   to provide for a  tear off strip at the bottom for them to complete and return to give written consent to the Council to pass their details on to PC Muscroft.

It was agreed that the letter will be posted out to the people who had expressed an interest in Neighbourhood Watch together with a Freepost envelope for their reply.

Actions by the Council

The draft Newsletter set out in summary the following results for the survey:

Traffic issues  65% (this includes speeding, parking at shops, on verges, on 
pavements, rat running, school pick ups and condition of roads)

(3)
Condition of footpaths 58%

(4)
Organising volunteer teams to tidy up 41%

(5)
Flower and bulb planting 23%

(6)
Buses 20%

(7)
Alwoodley in Bloom 19%

It was agreed that at this stage the working group will recommend that the Council should focus on:

(1)
 facilitating the creation of  Neighbourhood Watch schemes; and 

(2)
facilitating the creation of an Alwoodley in Bloom group.

In respect of the latter, it was agreed that the Council will be recommended to send out a letter inviting all who expressed in the survey an interest in Alwoodley in Bloom or flower or bulb planting to a meeting on a date to be fixed.
