Comments relating to planning application P/10/01566/FU – 700 King Lane
Whilst we have no objections in principle to this type of development we have some grave reservations which include:

1. That the volume and nature of traffic using King Lane means that any increase in vehicular movements in and out of the site is a possible danger which the application detail does not solve.

2. There is a Zebra crossing nearby, there is also a bus stop on the east side of King Lane – adjacent to the site – with an inadequate parking bay. We are concerned that traffic moving in and out of the site together with pedestrian movement with the two aforementioned facilities is dangerous. This is such an important issue we wish the applicant to propose solutions which we can consider before reaching a decision.
3. We are extremely concerned about the practical problems arising from deliveries as the proposal will include the sound of reversing (both engine noise and warning sirens) will be a completely unacceptable nocturnal intrusion into a quiet residential location. We wish to be further consulted about any amended proposals for the scheme.

4. Residents have been concerned about the manner in which the stream (actually known as Nanny Beck) has been allowed to cause problems in the past and we consider that the applicant should put forward a landscaping scheme at its cost to improve the location. In paragraph 7 of the Design and Access statement a tree is marked T4 (TPO 39-2006) – this tree does not appear on the plans. This tree must be protected.

5. Our inquiries to date suggest that neighbour notification letters have not be submitted to local residents by Leeds City Council and we request details of which neighbouring properties have been sent notification letters.
As we are still receiving comments from parishioners we reserve the right to submit further comments.

We also note that although this proposal would be of commercial benefit to the applicants there is no corresponding scheme or provision of local enhancement. It is noted that the site is opposite a playground for which the City Council and Parish Council are considering considerable expenditure and this is an example of how the applicants could benefit the locality and community, thus providing planning gain.
