2010/102
Public participation

Five members of the public were present and raised the following issues:
a. Old Barn Close.  Two residents raised the issue of a car parking too close to the junction with King Lane.  This was identified as a potentially hazardous traffic situation.  It was agreed to ask the clerk to contact Leeds City Council’s Highways Department and the local police officer to raise this issue.  
b. King Lane.  Car parking on King Lane north of The Crescent was raised as an issue.  It was agreed that this should be raised with Leeds City Council’s Highways Department as a separate issue.
c. The Lane.  It was reported that a Rollinson/Safeway van had started to park in The Lane at night-time.  It was agreed that the clerk should contact Rollinson/Safeway to raise this issue.   
d. Old Barn Close.  Two residents raised the issue of the recent replacement of the grass verges with plastic honeycomb.  Although Leeds City Council had agreed to seed this area with grass seed, this has not been done.  Cllr Kent recommended that the local residents should contact Cllr Peter Harrand in the first instance as he has supported their objections to the removal of the grass verges.
e. Graffiti. Graffiti sprayed on the shutters and walls of the shops at the junction of King Lane and The Avenue is very unsightly. It was agreed to ask the Lengthsman to remove the graffiti - in liaison with the shopkeepers.     
RESOLVED: To move the item relating to the Guides grant application to the beginning of the meeting.

One of the Guide Leaders was present at the meeting and gave a short presentation about the grant application. The Guides have raised most of the money needed to attend the centenary camp at Harewood themselves. Four Guides and two Leaders will be staying at the camp and a further 15 Guides will be visiting the camp for a day.

Local issues

a. Allotment provision in the parish
Cllr Kent explained that eight written representations had been received and this obliges the Parish Council to consider the provision of allotments. This doesn’t necessarily mean that the Parish Council will provide allotments if, for example, there is no land available.
RESOLVED: To form a working party, coordinated by Cllr Fineberg, and invite any interested parties, e.g. Alwoodley in Bloom and any local residents to join; and to earmark up to £75 to fund the set-up costs of this group.

b. Inquiry about bye-laws relating to dog fouling
The Clerk reported that following the last Parish Council meeting she had contacted Leeds City Council’s Dog Warden Service who explained that all areas of the district are covered by legislation covering dog fouling; and recommended contacting the Parks Department and asking them to patrol any trouble spots. Cllr Gilbert asked the Clerk to add Adel Woods as an area that would benefit from regular patrols from park wardens.
c. Bee keeping query
The Clerk had received an inquiry about the legislation covering bee keeping. Inquiries had revealed that it is legal to keep bees in urban areas. The Clerk had also contacted the British Bee Keeping Association and sent a copy of their leaflet “Bees and Neighbours” to the local resident.

To receive an update on the Playground on King Lane and to agree to make an application to Awards for All

A meeting had taken place between representatives from the Parish Council, the Ward Councillors and representatives from Leeds City Council. The Parish Council had previously agreed to earmark £5,000 as a contribution towards the costs (Minute Ref 2010/6).
