Cllr Kent explained that the next course of action would be for the parish council to contact individual landowners.  This would be a large piece of work and not a particularly suitable use of resources.  The parish council will need to have evidence of strong interest from local residents.  When six written applications have been received the parish council must progress this matter, but this does not guarantee that any allotments will be provided, as there is only a duty to consider the provision. 
The clerk was asked to contact the city council to inquire as to whether they had received any expressions of interests from local residents; and also to contact the Locum Clerk to ask about possible meeting dates with the city council’s Allotments Officer.
